                            SATAN’S ATTACK ON THE LAW

In Revelation 12:17 we read: “And the dragon was wroth with the woman and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.”  From this Scripture it is plain that Satan hates both the law of God and His faithful followers who keep that law. Note the following quotes from the pen of inspiration:
“In the opening of the great controversy, Satan had declared that the law of God could not be obeyed.”  DA 761

“On this earth Satan sought to carry forward the work that he began in heaven. He declared that man could not obey the law of God.”   Signs of the Times, July 23, 1902

“Satan represents God’s law of love as a law of selfishness. He declares that it is impossible for us to obey its precepts.” DA 24

“Satan declared that it was impossible for the sons and daughters of Adam to keep the law of God, and thus charged upon God a lack of wisdom and love….Men who are under the control of Satan repeat these accusations against God, in asserting that men can not keep the law of God.” Signs of the Times, January 16, 1896

Scripture tells us plainly that the carnal unconverted man is in league with Satan and in harmony with his hatred of the law of God. Notice Paul’s statement in Romans 8:7:
“Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.”

As we study the various aspects of law this quarter – both human and divine let us make the prayer of the psalmist our own:

“Open thou mine eyes, that I may behold wondrous things out of thy law.”  PS. 119: 18
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
